Afghanistan, Operation Watea, Provincial Reconstruction Team, Middle Hast,

Operation Burnham, Rules of Fngagement, Qati Miraj, Tirgiran Valley.

For hatd copy searches, the MoD searched all files held by the Ministry

relevant to the Inquiry.

All potentially relevant documents identified during the searches, including
borderline documents that did not cleatly fall within the terms of reference,
were cross-referenced with the material that has already been provided to the
Inquity by the NZDF. As a result of that cross-referencing exercise, it is clear
that NZDF has alteady provided to the Inquity all potentially relevant
documents held by MoD.
